c. Restoration: To take a building back to an earlier time by removing later features.  Restoration centers on retaining materials from the most significant period in the property’s history.  

d. Reconstruction: To bring back a building that no longer exists or cannot be repaired.  Reconstruction recreates a non-surviving building or one that exists now, but is extremely deteriorated and un-salvageable.
